Let me congatulate you, generally, for
how well you have treated each othe.
Thank you for controlling your
passions Our unity is very important
and the Scriptures teach usto Omake

every effort to keep the unity of the
Spirit  through the bond of
peaced (Ephesians4:3, ESV). Now, |
don® know what you did after you
heard the election results but | hope
